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We will be starting and ending our day at the public boat ramp: 1801 Roeder Ave # 170,
Bellingham, WA 98225.

Registration and Competitors meeting will take place at the public boat ramp. There are
bathrooms available in the Port Plaza next to the ramp.

Boats should be launched only on the northwest side of the launch ramp, leaving the southeast
side for public use. Once boats are launched, “A” fleet will sail out to the race course. “B” fleet
and spectators will drive around to Zuanich Point Park, 2600 N Harbor Loop Dr.,
Bellingham, Washington 98225.

We will spend our day at Zuanich Point Park and rotate off of the youth dock. Canopies can be
set up along the south side of the park facing the water. Boats will be tied up at the youth dock in
the event of an on-shore postponement.

Public bathrooms are available nearby in two places:

1. The building on the north end of Zuanich Point Park, Squalicum Boathouse: 2600 N
Harbor Loop Dr, Bellingham, WA 98225. The public restrooms are on the far side facing
the parking lot. The restrooms facing the marina are locked and for tenants only.

2. Additional (bigger) bathrooms are across the parking lot in a square yellow building:
2605 S Harbor Loop Dr, Bellingham, WA 98225.

Teams should plan to bring lunch from home, or have a parent drive offsite. Whatcom Sailing
will be providing snacks.

Once racing has concluded for the day, sailors will sail the boats back to the public boat ramp. I
recommend not leaving anything in the boats overnight.
